3. A summary of law-related education activities (maximum of three pages)

4. Two letters of recommendation from persons familiar with the project

5. Relevant supportive evidence such as newspaper articles or other publications regarding the program (if applicable)

*The complete entry should not exceed ten pages.  Dallas Lawyers Auxiliary      Board members may not submit entries or write letters of recommendation for an applicant.  Entries will not be returned to the sender.

AWARD:  The teacher selected will receive a $1,000 award to be presented at 

the meeting of the Dallas Lawyers Auxiliary at the Park Cities Club on May 13, 2009.
